SPRING AND SUMMER WATER CONSERVATION TIPS 
 

 

 When watering plants, use a watering can instead of a hose. 

 Water before 9 a.m. or between 6 p.m. and twilight. 

 Make sure water comes in contact with grass or plants only, not sidewalks 
or driveways. 

 
 Keep grass blades between 2-3 inches tall. Longer blades help reduce 

evaporation. 
 

 Use Mulch. For best results, keep 1-3 inches around plants, shrubs, etc. 
Plants and shrubs with mulch around them require less water. 

 
 Clean driveways, walkways, and patios with a broom, not a water hose. 

 
 If you use a dehumidifier, use the collected water to water plants or the 

garden. 
 

 Wash your car on the lawn, and you’ll water your lawn at the same time. 
 

 Plant drought-resistant lawns, shrubs, and plants. 

 If you allow your children to play in the sprinklers, make sure 
 it’s only when you are watering the yard. 

 Water your lawn only when it needs it. 

 Don’t run the hose while washing your car.
